7. Dialogue  

7.1. Kentucky State Advisory Council for Gifted and Talented Education; Lynette Baldwin Scholarship; Summer Gifted Ed Update - Bren Martin, Advisory Council Vice Chair and Prichard Committee for Academic Excellence member  

Ms. Martin spoke briefly about the passing of Lynette Baldwin and the scholarship set up in her honor prior to her passing.  She noted the deadline is October 1st.  She advised there is an update for Educators in Gifted Education virtual workshop, Saturday, August 27.  She noted the Advanced Placement Exams reduced rate of ten dollars ($10).  She advised there is a Family Friendly Schools Learning Network which is a peer learning group of sixty (60) Kentucky schools through the Prichard Committee for schools to participate and receive a Certificate. She spoke about the coalition to advance education involving teachers, parents and principals.  The Prichard Committee's Big Bold Ask program is adopting legislative priorities to help reverse the decline in education outcomes in Kentucky and funding to improve school and student outcomes in public schools.  Seeking an increases of $53 million for year 2023 and $105 million for year 2024.She concluded by thanking the Board and Mr. Boblett for allowing her to speak about these topics. 

7.2. Sherman-Carter-Barnhart Architects and Trace Creek Construction - Presentation of the Boyd County Career and Education Center construction and Cannonsburg Elementary renovation projects - Alison Commings, Project Manager and Kenny Stanfield   

Discussion: 

Allison Commings presented a power point presentation and began with Design Development.  She advised the bidding will begin early next Spring. She advised the survey and geotechnical work are on the Agenda for approval. She presented the proposed schematic design.  She stated getting the bulk of traffic off Midland Trail in front of the school is important and moving all traffic around to the back of the building with one-way in and one-way out drives.  There is a dedicated loop at the back for buses, with staff parking to the very back of the building.  There is a separate entry/exit for the maintenance building. There is a dedicated Daycare entrance and playground area strictly for the daycare children.  Visitor parking will be out front with dedicated kitchen delivery area out back of the building.
She showed the proposed floor plan of the instructional area, the daycare facility and the proposed new identify of the front of the building. 

Trace Creek Project Manager, Jeff Williams, presented the preliminary budget of Eleven million, Four hundred seventy-seven thousand, Three hundred Dollars ($11,477,300).Allison presented the footprint of the new Boyd County Career and Technical Education Center which will be an addition to the existing wing of the high school at the area of the parking lot at the far left of the high school entrance.  
She noted some sidewalks will have to be replaced due to the entrance area of BCCTEC.
She noted a large working area at the rear of the building and showed the schematic floor plan for the first and second floors.  She advised the proposal is showing five (5) work bays which are two-story high on the first floor with a classroom in each bay, three  second--floor classrooms with a lab and two flex spaces; one being on the first floor and one on the second floor.  She noted the first floor is 37,346 square feet and the second floor is 12,872 square feet for a total of 50,218 square feet. She presented two options for the structure.  Option 2 being the same look as the high school with the white columns, architectural detail moldings, etc.  Option 1 being a pre-engineered metal building frame.  She stated this would be a more cost-effective approach. 

Dave West, Trace Creek Construction, spoke about the construction cost estimate of Fifteen million nine hundred forty-three thousand, five hundred eighty-two dollars ($15,943,582.)  He stated Option 1 is on budget; Option 2 is over budget slightly. There was discussion regarding both options.  Mr. Burchett expressed concern of the cost difference of around Four million dollars ($4,000,000.) between the two options, stating general fund would have to provide additional funding.  

Mr. Boblett asked if there was a pre-engineered metal building facility they could tour.  Allison advised the Corbin Career Center is one that is complete they could tour.
Allison concluded by stating the next phase is Design Development and they would be meeting with Cannonsburg staff September 12th and the 14th with BCCTEC staff.

7.4. ACT Update- Jacob Meade, BCHS Assistant Principal   

Discussion: 

Jacob Meade, Boyd County High Assistant Principal and Building Assessment Coordinator, reported the score for the 2021 juniors of 18.7; English 18.0, Math 17.9, Reading 19.4, Science 18.9; all being better than the state average. He noted all the sophomores are able to take the test at school. 

7.5. Tax Rates - Scott Burchett, District Finance Officer   

Discussion: 

Chairperson Day requested, to allow for all board members' consideration of tax rates, this dialogue be moved to the September meeting. 

7.6. Out-of-District Reciprocal Agreements Update - Superintendent Bill Boblett/Dr. Marci Prater, DPP

With House Bill 563 becoming law as of June 29, 2021, there are no longer Reciprocal Agreements between school districts.  The Bill allows non-resident children to be eligible to enroll in any public school located with the district. (May recognize enrollment capacity as determined by the local school district).   

Nonresident Pupil Enrollment Policy Guidance - HB 563

April 8, 2022
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KDE GUIDANCE ON HOUSE BILL 563 (2021 REGULAR SESSION):

The Kentucky General Assembly passed House Bill 563 (HB 563), during the 2021 Regular Session and it became law on June 29, 2021. HB 563, now codified into Kentucky Revised Statutes, generally addresses two educational choice issues. Sections 1-3 provide amendments to KRS 157.350, 158.120. 156.070, and specify the way local boards of education shall adopt a nonresident pupil policy under which the district shall allow enrollment of nonresident pupils and the funding associated therewith. Section 4 provides for reporting requirements of the KDE

to the Legislative Research Commission and Interim Joint Committee on Education on options for equitable transfer of education funds. Sections 5-19 of the Act is cited as the Education Opportunity Account Act or EOA Act. This non-regulatory guidance document provides important updates to support schools and districts as they implement the provisions of HB 563,

Sections 1-4 only, related to the enrollment of nonresident pupils in school districts.

WRITTEN AGREEMENTS TRANSITION TO POLICIES:

Until July 1, 2022, nonresident pupils listed under a written agreement between a resident district and a non-resident district may be included in the non-resident district's average daily attendance and the non-resident district is eligible to receive funds from the support education excellence in

Kentucky (SEEK) fund for the non-resident pupil.

Commencing on July 1, 2022, per KRS 157.350(4)(b), nonresident pupils admitted pursuant to district nonresident pupil policies adopted under KRS 158.120 may be included in average daily attendance (ADA) for SEEK eligibility without a written agreement with the pupils' resident districts.

DISTRICT POLICIES:

KRS 158.120 Section 1 provides:

"By July 1, 2022, a local board of education shall adopt a nonresident pupil policy to govern the terms under which the district shall allow enrollment of nonresident pupils. Upon allowing nonresident pupil enrollment, the policy shall allow nonresident children to be eligible to enroll in any public school located within the district. The policy shall not discriminate between nonresident pupils, but may recognize enrollment capacity, as determined by the local school

district. The nonresident pupil policy and any subsequent changes adopted by a board of education shall be filed with the Kentucky Department of Education no later than thirty (30) days following their adoption."

This language makes clear that school districts must adopt a policy related to enrollment of nonresident pupils.

TUITION: Districts have questioned whether they are able to charge tuition for nonresident pupils who enroll under new nonresident pupil attendance policies required by KRS 158.120. 

KRS 158.120(2) states: "Any board of education may charge a reasonable tuition fee per month for each child attending its schools whose parent, guardian, or other legal custodian is not a bona fide resident of the district.

9.9. Review Superintendent's recommendation to approve the Memorandum of Agreement between the Commonwealth of Kentucky/Department of Education and Boyd County Board of Education for the 2022-2023 21st Century Community Learning Centers to provide academic, artistic and cultural enrichment opportunities to children, particularly students who attend high poverty and low performing schools, to meet state and local standards in core academic subjects, such as reading, math and science to be effective August 26, 2022 through September 30, 2023 at Catlettsburg Elementary and Boyd County Middle School; (See Attachment)   

Rationale: 

The purpose is to provide students with homework assistance and a broad array of activities that can complement their regular academic programs while also promoting youth development; and offering literacy and other skill-building educational services to the parents and families of participating children. Programs must ensure that the academic services they provide are aligned with the school curriculum in the core subject areas. Services and activities must be evidence-based. Funds will enable schools and communities to design and implement effective out-of-school programs that will result in improved student achievement and be sustained through community partnerships after the grant funds.
