12.1. Draft Budget Plan - Scott Burchett/Don Fleu   

Discussion: 

Mr. Burchett spoke about the draft budget for 2019-2020 and referred to the hard copy.  He indicated he would present the tentative budget in May.  He stated the school allocations and the salary schedule will be considered before the tentative budget is complete.  Also, tax rates will be considered in September.  The working budget will be presented in September as well.  He advised the Draft budget is based on assumption.  He discussed the items in the draft budget.  Compensating local property tax rate will generate about $50,000, in new revenue, 4% increase in local property tax rate will generate about $275,000. more revenue, the beginning fund balance will decrease approximately $200,000.  He stated the Marathon Petroleum donation amount is unknown at this time but an estimated amount of $490,000. is used at this time.  SEEK amount assumes a drop in ADA of 21.5.  $100,000. has been budgeted for one new school bus.  He stated a 1% salary increase for certified and classified staff has been included for an estimated cost of $341,000. and $148,000. respectively with added benefit costs. Classified employee retirement costs are projected to increase 12.0% for an increase of $100,000.He advised the Revenue in the capital Outlay Fund will decline about $2,147. due to the decline in ADA. A 1% salary increase in Food Service will cost about $22,000.

Rationale: 

The purpose is to present a plan to improve school nutrition and physical activities in the school district, including a summary of data from the Healthy Schools Program pursuant to KRS 158.856(5). This meets a requirement in line with the Kentucky SHAPE Coordinated School Health Team Action Plan, accomplishing Goal #2.   This is required to be completed by January 31st.

Lani Thacker discussed the District Result Summary and the Nutrition and Physical Activity Report.  She reported all students eat free.  We participate in National Breakfast Program at 97% participation and the National Lunch Program at 77% participation.  She noted the after school program at the middle school has increased.  She advised the Summer Food Program is continuing and noted the amount of students feed doubled from last year and was partly due to the students reached at the YMCA.
