1. The Boyd County Board of Education met in Special session Monday, May 9, 2022, 6:00pm at Boyd County High School.  

The purpose of this meeting was to interview Architects regarding the Boyd County Career and Technical Education Center Construction and Cannonsburg Elementary Renovation projects.

6.1. Interview Architects regarding Boyd County Career & Technical Education Center Construction Project-

Discussion: 

Summit Architectural, Scott Noel, President, Shawn Matthews, Dan with Brown-Kubican Structural Engineers and another were present for the presentation.  Mr. Noel stated they had offices in Lexington, Pikeville and Charleston, West Virginia, Mr. Noel presented a power point concept of a model site for the Boyd County Career & Technical Education Center.  He indicated the structure would be a two-story, structure with interior and exterior learning areas, a storm shelter, realistic work labs to experience an actual work place. When asked about a timeline he stated the following would be approximate: July 2022-December 2023, Program and Design February 2023-December 2023, bidding administration December 2023-July 2025, Construction to completion He stated Cannonsburg Elementary would be running on the same timeline with 8 months design, 21 days bidding and construction December through July 2025.When asked about an approximate square footage price, he stated approximately $340-$360 per square foot. He advised this project would have the same contact person from Summit throughout the project. There was discussion about automated logic for HVAC and alighting automated with sensors.  

Sherman-Carter-Barnhart, Alison Commings, Project Manager and Kenny Stanfield. Ms. Commings spoke briefly about Cannonsburg Elementary and presented a power point pointing out car stacking issues, ADA upgrades, exterior facade update, roof and window replacement, electrical and plumbing updates, along with an initial concept of the building. Regarding the Technical Education Center, she presented a power point of an initial concept of a two-story building with high and low base classrooms. Mr. Stanfield advised since the new construction would be connected to the existing high school, a storm shelter is not necessary. He spoke of the classroom and mentioned the HVAC system in the structure becomes a classroom for learning with actual hands-on HVAC learning. Ms. Commings explained the process of meeting with stakeholders made up of students, teachers and central office staff to get ideas for moving forward in the design.  She estimated the structure would be approximately 46,000 square feet of program space with $250-$350 per square foot cost. The timeline for the Technical Center she estimated to take about twelve (12) months to build, with an early start in the Spring of 2023 as soon as possible and ready to open in the Summer of 2024.There was discussion of the possibility of moving the existing Little Friends Daycare to another location, possibly Cannonsburg Elementary to allow BCCTEC to open up another pathway. Mr. Stanfield stated they appreciated the possibility of working with Boyd County again, was familiar with the properties and would offer discounted fees of 2/10 to continue the relationship. 
Ross-Tarrant, Lexington, Jeff Stivers, President, Sarah Lamere, Principal in Charge and Stacy McClure, Marketing were present. Ms. Lamere briefly spoke of Cannonsburg Elementary needs of interior upgrades, system upgrades, enlarging the kitchen area and traffic circulation.  They presented a power point of pictures. Ms. Lamere spoke of Boyd County Career and Technical Education Center and the site analysis.  She stated the square footage would be about the same as the current building but as a two-story structure. She advised there would be a team of decision makers meeting with the Board, teachers and students to begin design. They did not present an actual floor plan of a model.  When asked regarding a timeline, Mr. Stivers stated they would have to look at design, time wanting to open the building, and supplies availability.  It was asked if possible to open July 2024.  He stated it would be an aggressive path but would not be able to promise. He stated there would not be a need to have a storm shelter, as they propose to attach the new construction to the existing high school. When asked about a ballpark price per square foot, Ms. Lamere stated $175-$200 on renovation costs and $375-$400 per square foot on new construction.  The estimated square footage of the structure would be 65,000 square feet.
