7. Dialogue  

7.1. PSAT Scores, Tom Holbrook, BCHS Principal (Follow up)  

Mr. Holbrook advised there were 24 (up 3 from last year) who took the PSAT (Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test) and all scored above the state score.  12 juniors and 12 sophomores. Dr. Judy Nichols asked for a standing ovation for achieving all 12 juniors taking the PSAT met entry requirements for the 2020 National Merit Scholarship Program. Dr. Nichols asked Mr. Holbrook what the difference was between the 2015-2016 Benchmark Statistics of 100% and the 2018-2019 Benchmark Statistics of 83%.  Mr. Holbrook stated he would have to do some research. 
7.2. Bell Schedules FY 2019-2020 - Marci Prater, DPP (Follow up)  

Marci Prater advised she had met with the Principals and they, with approval from their SBDM Councils, agreed with the revised bell schedules as presented.  These are later starting times.  Elementary begins at 7:45 a.m., dismisses at 2:40 p.m. and buses depart at 2:50 p.m., the middle school begins at 8:15 a.m. and dismisses at 3:25 p.m., with the high school beginning at 8:25 a.m. and buses departing at 3:35 p.m.

Mrs. Prater stated she feels it will have a significant impact on attendance with the later starting times.  She advised there are still three (3) makeup days built into the schedules. 

7.3. Early Childhood Program, Carla Malone, Director  

Carla Malone stated all the children are off the waiting list and in classrooms.  She stated the Cannonsburg classroom opened approximately one month ago.

She advised all three sites scored a 5 which is the highest score on the Kentucky All STARS Standards of Quality and stated the three sites are judged independently and could have scored differently but all three obtained a 5.  She referred them to page 4 of the handout.

She spoke of Kindergarten Readiness Scores Comparison on the handout and stated we were consistently higher than Ashland and the State.

Jill McGlone directed them to the last page of the handout, Overall Teaching Strategies Gold Checkpoint.  She advised the goal in all areas was 75% and referred to the Winter scores being at 75%.  She stated they will have to raise their goal!

Board member, Linda Day, asked about the NTI packets and if parents were helping and doing this with their children.  Mrs. Malone stated yes, they were and almost all children are turning in the work.

She asked if a child remains in the program for a second year, do they get to stay with the same teacher.  Mrs. Malone advised they do, unless there is an issue and then the child may be moved.  She stated they even honor requests for specific teachers from parents.

She concluded by thanking the Board for working on moving the program into one location and stated it is exciting.
