1. The Boyd County Board of Education met Monday, November 12, 2018 at 7:00 p.m. at Summit Elementary, located at 830 State Route 716, Ashland, Kentucky.  The purpose of this meeting was to dialogue with the Site-Based Decision-Making Councils from:  Boyd County High, Boyd County Preschool/Head Start, and Summit Elementary and Principals of Boyd County Central and Ramey-Estep High.

6. Dialogue  

6.1. Boyd County High SBDM - Tom Holbrook   

Discussion: 

Principal, Tom Holbrook; Teachers, Garrett Kitchen, Sheila Duncan, Jackie Anderson and parents, Kim Epling and Mindy Stanley were representing Boyd County High. 

Mr. Holbrook spoke about K-Prep scores and noted we are one of the few high schools in our area in good standing with the state in all areas.  He gave CSI, TSI, Other: Proficiency, 40; Transition Readiness, 41 and Graduation, 85.  He spoke briefly of the excellent job Assessment Coordinator, Dara'Su Williams, is doing. He stated the high school currently has 12 AP courses, 140 students tested compared to 127 students in 2016.  
He advised three AP classes had been dropped and 4DC courses currently offered are Anatomy, College Algebra, English 100/200, and History 108/109. He discussed Reading Plus, which showed some of the highest growth in the state last year among our students, due to budget cuts, is being implemented differently this year.
The Academic Team was at Johnson Central Saturday for the JV Challenge.  The students placed 2nd, with only 5 students.  He advised most teams have 13-18 students.
He noted some extra curriculars; JROTC organized the Annual Veteran's Salute last Friday, largest crowd in at least four years.  Jazz Band chosen to perform in February at the KMEA conference which is a prestigious opportunity as it is by invitation only, first time ever in school history. Mr. Holbrook stated he would be attending.  Boyd's Bistro is preparing up to 40 meals every Wednesday for Night Meals.  Volleyball had 22 wins, District Champs, Regional Finals.  Boys Soccer, 16 wins, 16th Regional Champs, 84 goals/9 shutouts, school record.  Cross Country girls and boys qualified for state, Boys State Runner-Up, first time in school history.  Girls Golf, Regional Champs, Olivia Hensley won Region, state qualifier, Golfer of the Year. 

Areas of improvement; Attendance at BCHS has increased ADA nearly 1% from this time last year.  The senior incentive helped tremendously and they have a new car again this year!  BCHS won the area High School Attendance Challenge! 

6.2. Boyd County Central - Dara'Su Williams   

Discussion: 

Dara'Su Williams, Ann Brewster, Principal and Head Teacher, Paul McKenzie represented Boyd County Central. Dara'Su spoke about Boyd County Central closing in 2015 and thanked the board for allowing the partnership with Ramey-Estep High School to open Boyd County Central at REHS.  She stated there are counselors everyday onsite in the REGROUP Program through Ramey-Estep Home.  She advised there are others to be placed in the program through referrals.  They will be transitioning into the program. She advised Paul McKenzie is over the day-to-day operations and he spoke briefly stating they have breakfast brought in and they all eat together.  They use Plato curriculum.  He stated the students participated in the Anti-bullying campaign and praised them for their work.  They participated in the REGROUP Trunk or Treat.  Mr. McKenzie stated he has been in intense training with Dara'Su.  Mrs. Brewster praised Paul for his role at BCC. Mrs. Brewster thanked the board for allowing Dara'Su to work in this program.  They concluded by stating the unit is open and everything is going well.  

6.3. Summit Elementary - Sean Stewart   

Discussion: 

Sean Stewart, Principal; Courtney Brickey, teacher and Amanda Jenkins, Parent representative and PTO President represented Summit Elementary.
A packet was distributed to the Board.  Mr. Stewart advised the growth scores are attributed to the Special Education department.  He advised reading scores increased, and math dropped. He spoke about the Writing Plan.  
The 5th grade is departmentalized and this is the first year self-contained.  He stated this will help the students to transition to the middle school as they have individual schedules.
He stated the only class split is a 1st/2nd split, higher first graders are in with second graders.
He discussed STAR testing, Pod Cup Competition as incentive, Volunteers, Family Resource Center, Fall Festival, Veterans' program, Festival of Trees (school-wide) and Members Choice Credit Union allows students to have accounts and this is a program with all students involved.
Mr. Stewart was asked by board member, Linda Day, what he has done to improve customer service skills since he has been at Summit.  He stated he was approachable, has a open-door policy, will do anything to accommodate, he is welcoming, and encourages parents to come in.
He was asked by board member, Dr. Judy Nichols, if cyber bullying was an issue at this age and he stated a little in the fourth and fifth grades.
Mr. Stewart asked the Board if they had any more questions and ended by thanking the board. 

6.4. Ramey-Estep High - Ann Brewster   

Discussion: 

Ann Brewster, Principal, represented Ramey-Estep High.  She advised the board visitors from the American Youth Policy Forum from Washington, D.C. were visiting the school today.  They were there to interview her, Bob Pulliam and Trey Parsons, teachers; students, staff and the leadership.  They were looking at Best Practices.  In the exit meeting they indicated they were pleased and they will report and send this information across the nation.  She stated the REHS program is recognized nationwide.
She invited the Board to the school Friday as the students would be making apple butter.
She advised they are trying to write n $11,000.00 grant to start a greenhouse and are striving to begin this in December.
She concluded by thanking the Board and inviting them to visit the school. 

6.5. Boyd County Head Start/Preschool Program - Carla Malone  

Discussion: 

Carla Malone, Head Start Director, Jill McGlone, Program Specialist and Jessica 
Griffith, Policy Council President, represented Boyd County Head Start/Preschool.
Mrs. Malone thanked the Board for what they do for the program.  
She advised regulations say the program has to implement a curriculum and they have purchased curriculum that cost $45,000.00. She advised she and Jill were re-certified to observe classrooms in the program.
Mrs. Malone advised there are twenty-one (21) children on the waiting list and she is proposing to start another classroom to begin in December.  She indicated in the KERA Preschool budget there is $72,000.00 that can be used for this classroom.  She spoke with Cannonsburg Elementary Principal, Jon Stevens, and he has a classroom that can be used by the program.  
The Special Education department will give funds from their budget to provide the teacher salary and two (2) instructional assistants. She advised the Policy Council will meet to discuss the start of the classroom at Cannonsburg. She indicated there would be 74 KERA students rather than 60. She was asked what would happen to the classroom next year, if the numbers were not there.  She indicated Cathy Clay, KERA teacher, has indicated she will be retiring.  The teacher hired for the new classroom could move into Mrs. Clay's vacant spot, if the numbers were not there next year. 

She advised the board there is a meeting scheduled tomorrow with district administrators about the move to the Heritage Building to combine all three centers.
