7. Dialogue  

7.1. Boyd County Middle School SBDM Council   

Discussion: 

Principal Kim Fitch thanked the board for their support and stated she appreciated the Board.

She advised the staff worked together to develop a new Mission Statement.  She explained, PROTECT- to protect instruction, each other and students safety; EDUCATE- to educate ourselves, education students and parents and to inspire students and staff; PREPARE - to prepare for success.  "Excellence today, success tomorrow"

She distributed a handout and stated they have added some curriculum.  Auto Robotics, Medical Investigation, and Musical Theater.

She stated BCMS is a School-to-Watch again, 4th time.  They are sending a team to Washington, DC.
Those present with Mrs. Fitch introduced themselves.  They were Roxanne Gross, Tracie Salyers, Guy Molinary and Melissa Gray.

Mrs. Fitch invited the board members to visit BCMS anytime. 

7.2. Catlettsburg Elementary SBDM Council   

Discussion: 

Principal, Jeff Frasure, distributed test scores packet.  Those with Mr. Frasure introduced themselves.  They were Nicky Whitt, Sarah Gue, and Kim Wilbur.  He stated the parent representatives, Amanda Barker and Teresa Spears, were unable to attend. Mr. Frasure discussed test scores stating there were some red flags and were areas to improve. He noted the school now has a school-wide reading program (Go Journey) for the first time, implemented this school year.   He stated they were in the process of raising money to purchase a school-wide math program, Go Math.  They need $30,000 to purchase the program. He noted both school-wide programs are a 6-year program. He advised the board Catlettsburg is officially a one-to-one student ratio for chrome books.  The only school in the district to do so. He stated there is room for improvement and they are working together to achieve this at Catlettsburg.  
7.3. Cannonsburg Elementary SBDM Council  

 Discussion: 

Principal Jon Stevens asked his Council to introduce themselves.  They were Kristina Vanover, Teresa Cassidy and parent representatives, Mark Kazee and Karey Ison. Mr. Stevens discussed test scores and the importance of school safety.  He advised Cannonsburg attendance is 95.6% and enrollment is 290.  Cannonsburg won the Attendance Day. He spoke about great customer service, parent involvement, the Blessing Box and loving staff. 

Mr. Stevens talked about how every day he is asking students, how did you arrive? And they answer “Ready to Learn and go to college.”

7.4. Ponderosa Elementary SBDM Council   

Discussion: 

Brian Eerenberg, Principal, introduced teacher, Sarah Easterling and three Student Council members.  Mrs. Easterling presented a power point.  She discussed the new Mission Statement the staff worked.  They went with PES:  Positive, Productive, Partnership; Encouraging, Engaging, Environment and Secure, Successful School. She stated the GAP score dropped.  They are attending PLC meetings and working together. Elle Caldwell, Student Council President, explained duties the Council were doing such as morning announcements.  She told about the fundraising the school did to help Ponderosa Elementary after the California fires.   Ayden Riddle, Homeroom Representative, talked about the clubs available this year and how each student is able to choose three to participate in.  Bella Eerenberg was the third speaker and she spoke about the Archery team.
Mr. Boblett reminded the Board the Kentucky Board of Education will be visiting Boyd County April 9, 2019 and Mr. Eerenberg and Ponderosa will be host to them.
