Rationale: 

Volunteers apply in an easy-to-use, customizable online application. Volunteers/Visitors are checked per state issued identification for sex offender status, Infinite Campus red flags and criminal background results are compiled for easy review, approval, and tracking. A badge with the visitors scanned picture is given each time entering the school.  Provides a variety of reports, including volunteer hours and top volunteers can be quickly accessed and exported. 

This is for 1st-year annual software access fee, unlimited Sex Offender checks, software updates, technical support, 1,200 Visitor badges (for each site), Database set up fee, ID scanner, Dymo Turbo 450 Printer (per site), Remote Implementation and End user training, shipping and handling.

If the Board chooses to renew Year 2, the recurring Annual License fee for 8 sites of the Visitor & Volunteer Management program, would be $4,324.00 per year.

Superintendent Boblett explained the program stating visitors would present a state-issued ID which sends a picture to a badge.  The badge will state where the visitor is going, such as cafeteria, etc.  This in turns runs a state sex offender report.  He stated this is on a one-year trial.  He advised Russell Independent Schools is using it and the Superintendent stated it works well for their schools.
