9.1. School Calendars FY 2020-2021 - Marci Prater/School Calendar Committee   

Discussion: 

Marci Prater advised the calendar committee has not met yet.  She will be planning a virtual meeting within the next couple weeks.  She asked Mrs. Day to be the board representative this year again.  She agreed to do so. 
She advised she and Mr. Boblett like the later August start date.  She would like to present one option with a later August start date to the committee.
