Tom Holbrook, BCHS Principal, advised the Board the ACT is a required test that juniors and seniors take for college acceptance.  Twenty-one (21) took the test, 9 juniors and 12 sophomores.  Eighteen of these students met benchmark in all areas. 

12.2. Community Education Program - Bill Burch   

Discussion: 

Bill Burch, Community Education Director, thanked the Board for the opportunity to speak about Community Education.  He also thanked Mr. Green and Mr. Boblett for allowing Kiwanis to tour Boyd County Middle School.  He advised the future for Community Education is unknown as it is one of the seventy (70) programs not to be funded by Governor Bevins.  He advised there are 98 Community Education programs across Kentucky funded at about $1.9 million.  Will not know the fate of the program until the budget is approved. Mr. Burch introduced Emma Hunley, chairperson and Anna Hupp, BCHS Junior.  Emma told about the volunteering of ringing the bells for the Salvation Army.  They coordinated two-hour shifts, at six locations for a whole day at each location, which was seventy (70) volunteers, and they raised $2,309.18.  This was a savings to the Salvation Army by not having to pay workers. Kennedy Jones, BCHS, 10th grader, is the secretary of the program.  She works with the First Book Program for the Boyd County Branch.  She advised 900 children received books in the Boyd County Head Start, Ashland Head Start, Fairview Head Start and two other locations.  The First Book Program is for needy children in Boyd County.  She advised each child receives 4 - 6 books each year. Mr. Burch thanked the Board for their time.
