10.1. Advanced Placement Scores and Program - Tom Holbrook, BCHS Principal (Handouts provided at meeting)   

Discussion: 

Tom Holbrook distributed handouts to the board members and discussed the AdvancedKy grant, A/P scores, and being recognized by the state. He stated they encouraged more to take the courses.  They have doubled the scores and tripled enrollment.  He advised they had 3 students as AP Scholars, 1 student as AP Scholar with Honor and 1 student as AP Scholar with Distinction. Out of 31, 3 or more received at least $100.00 through the grant.
