6. Student/Staff Presentations/Recognitions  

6.1. Matt Spade recognized and presented Certificates to the Boyd County High School Girls Golf Team; Kristen Ramey, Adie Caldwell, Emily Brown, Morgan Kennedy, Olivia Hensley and Coach Scott Hensley.   

The team was one of only 15 teams invited to the Inaugural All State Golf Championship two-day tournament held at University of Kentucky.  The team tied for 12th and Olivia finished fifth in the individual.  The team also finished 10th in the KHSAA Tournament. 

6.2. Matt Spade recognized and presented a Certificate to Olivia Hensley, a Senior, 2019 Leachman Buick-GMC-Cadillac KHSAA Girls State Golf Champion.  

Olivia shot a 1-over par 73 to come away with a sixth-place tie in the Kentucky Girls Junior Amateur in July at the Cherry Blossom Golf Club, finishing at 150 in the field of 56 players.

Olivia won the Bluegrass Invitational held at Heritage Hill Golf Course in Shepherdsville in August.

Olivia won the Ashland Invitational at Bellefonte Country Club for the fourth consecutive year and her 71 broke the tournament mark.  The team won the team title for the first time.

Olivia won her third tournament with a 2-under par 69 in the Notre Dame Academy's Invitational at Twin Oaks Plantation in Covington, finishing one shot off the tournament record.

Two days earlier, she took medalist honors in the Madison Central's 14-team Invitational at Gibson Bay, shooting a 2-under 70.

Olivia shot a tournament record 65 (6-under-par) score to capture the Montgomery County Invitational held at the Indian Creek Golf Course in Mount Sterling in early August.  The 6-under par 65 was a career best and won her fourth tournament title of the season.  The Team Finished third place

Olivia finished the final round 1-over-par 73 to win!  HER TWO-DAY SCORE OF 2-UNDER 142 TOPPED DEFENDING CHAMPION BY SEVEN STROKES TO CLAIM THE STATE TITLE.
