Discussion: 

Mr. Boblett briefed the board members regarding the proposed District Facilities Plan that includes the following highlights:

· Long-range plan to remove the current elementaries as PK-5 to K-5,

· Build a new preschool to house all district preschool children in one location,

· Make old Boyd County High School a permanent structure and remove it from transitional designation,

· Build a new Career and Technical Education Center,

· Current Career and Technical Center will be moved to transitional designation,

· Bring current elementaries up to current KDE specs as far as special education resource rooms, custodial receiving, HVAC upgrades and replacements,

· Upgrades to management areas such as maintenance, central office and transportation,

· If new technical center is built, move maintenance facilities to current BCCTEC building,

· Discretionary projects such as athletic fields at Boyd County High School. 
Superintendent Walter explained making the old high school eligible for state offers of assistance.  Mr. Walter explained to the board how the current BCCTEC is high on the Parsons list, which makes it likely to receive an Offer of Assistance to build another.  Chairperson Green asked about a regional ATC that could possibly service all three Boyd County districts.  That is a thought at the state level but still too early to say.  Dr. Nichols asked about whether the old high school is out of the question for the preschool.  It was stated current cost calculations say it may be just as costly to remodel to make it up to code versus building a new building.
