6. Request to Address Board Chair   

Tim Daniels and Zach Daniels requested to address the board regarding Building Rental.  Tim Daniels, Executive Pastor of Center Pointe Church read an email he sent the board members regarding BCHS Auditorium weekly rental, every Sunday.  He advised the church had used the auditorium about three times previously.  He read the benefits to the community through partnership with the school district and offered $600.00 per week as a rental rate.  He stated it would be a resource to help families in need.  He stated they have an armed police officer on premises every week for security and they would not need to use any of the school's technology.  He said there would be minimal wear and tear for about 1 hour per service.  He referenced schools in West Virginia that rent to churches and mentioned one church in Rowan County that used Rowan County High.  He advised the board the church is currently using the El Hasa Shriners’ building and they begin set up at 6:00 a.m.  He said they wished to move to promote a more positive influence to the community.

Zach Daniels, Pastor of Center Pointe, address the board briefly stating he was a BCHS alumni and was proud of the new building and elaborated on why he felt the use of the school would be a good community resource.

Superintendent Walter advised his opinion of not being in favor of being a landlord.  He suggested the board members speak with the high school principal and custodians before making a decision.  

Board member Linda Day thanked them for speaking and stated they would need to discuss the issue before reaching a decision.

7. Dialogue  

7.1. Don Fleu - Tax Rates  

Don Fleu, Finance Director, gave a handout and discussed the Memorandum regarding 2017 property tax rates.  He pointed out the tax rate for property tax last year was 62.4 cents per $100.00 and last year's collection rate was 92.5% with tax collector's fee at 3.00%.He advised the 2017 Compensating tax rate to be 63.0 cents per $100.00.  He stated a 4% increase rate for 2017 would be 65.5 cents per $100.00.  The higher rate estimated to generate over the compensating rate, at last year's collection rate and after collection fee would be $294,530.00.He advised the cost to an "average" property owner on property of $80,000.00 would be $20.00 and noted the increase compared to last year $24.80.He said if the board decides to proceed, the advertisement for a tax hearing would be in the newspaper twice next week and the hearing could be August 8th or after. There was discussion and the board agreed to proceed with a hearing August 8 at BCHS at 7:00 p.m. 

7.2. Matt Spade - Board Policy Manual Updates   

Matt Spade, District Administrator, reviewed the handout regarding Legislature Policy and Procedure Updates, highlighting pertinent changes; SB 17, SB 50, SB 159, SB236, HB33, HB 195, HB 206, HB 241, HB 520, HB 524, ESSA, Head Start child safety restraint systems requirement, 702 KAR 7:065.  There was some discussion and questions regarding the school calendar committee (SB 50 -amends KRS to include creation of a mandatory calendar committee).  Mr. Spade advised the mandatory creation of a calendar committee and whom the committee shall consist of begins with the 2018-2019 school calendar (KRS 158.070)(Policy 01.42, 08.3). 

7.3. Bob Green, Board Chair - Summative Evaluation of Superintendent  
Bob Green, Board Chair, reviewed the Superintendent's Summative Evaluation by the Board.  He named the seven categories and read some comments.  He pointed out Mr. Walter works very closely with the board and keeps them up to date with issues.  He is exemplary in Instructional Leadership and stated he was exemplary in Cultural Leadership in that he models the highest ethical and professional standards and behaviors and expects the same from his team.  He stated his managerial and human resource leadership was exemplary in that Mr. Walter solicits faculty and staff input and has built a highly functional team that works together for the betterment of the district, putting our students first.  He concluded by saying the Board believes Mr. Walter is an asset to the district and his overall 3.83 score is both evidence and confidence in him as the leader of our district.
