7. Dialogue  

7.1. Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), Part B, Basic - Vicki Ellis and Carla Malone (Hard copies will be presented at the meeting)  

Discussion: 

Special Education Director, Vicki Ellis, stated the department services 659 Special Education students, up from 576 last year.  She explained this increase is due to several factors, including RTI, identifying them earlier; new referrals, foster care students placed in homes, etc.  She briefly spoke of the STRIDE program, Preschool through High school, servicing students from unstable environments, not with biological parents, they are defiant, destructive, run-aways, etc.  The classes are made up of about 50 students.  
She acknowledged her staff and introduced Kathryn Rotten, K-2nd grades.  
Ms. Rotten spoke about the goals and benefits of the program and explained students are from each elementary.  She stated they could range from severe behavioral problems, physical aggression, self-harm, developmental delays, etc.  Some students are in the program due to abuse, neglect, in foster care, etc.  She stated they identify the area of need and set out a plan to become successful.  She explained it can be a one-year to a three-year period and they work to get them back in the classroom with their peers.  Instruction is tailored to each student.  They partner with Pathways, with an on-site therapist in the classroom.  She concluded by stating the key was successful behavioral modification. 
Mrs. Ellis introduced Ray Brooks as the elementary instructor, 3rd-5th grade,  Mr. Brooks stated he is proud of the students and the progress they have made this year.  This is not a punishment or in-school suspension program.  This is a safe, secure, welcoming place where we care for them and this is important.  Rebuilding the school relationship is something they are working on.  Assessing academics to experience success to build confidence is the goal and it is not a one-size-fits-all program.  It acknowledged the general education teachers for their true collaboration with the special education teachers.  He concluded by saying it's not a short-term fix, it's a long-term success and setting kids up for success. 
Mrs. Ellis introduced Clayton McClelland, middle school instructor.  Mr. McClelland stated he just recently moved to the high school program.  He stated the STRIDE program outlines to govern the students.  They monitor progress to meet behavior success and there are 6 levels.  He talked about program transparency.  He noted STRIDE stands for "Strategic Transition with Rigid Instruction in Developmental Education."  Incorporating the program at the elementary to high school levels to make transition smoother.  Middle school is very challenging within itself for students but when you have a behavior child, it is even more challenging for that student.  He talked about the community partners involved in the program as well as Pathways. 
Mrs. Ellis introduced Adam Turner, high school instructor. Mr. Turner spoke of making the transition from middle school to high school streamlined as successful as possible.  One main goal is to find out their interests, what they want to do after high school.  Enter college or enter the workforce?  He stated the Career Fair is a huge success for these students and it gives them the opportunity to meet business people and what's out there available.  It's growing academically as well as behaviorally.  He advised one program they use is the PLATO program.  The Academic goal is to be out in a regular classroom.  He spoke of the reward trips given through the point system. 
Mrs. Ellis concluded by stating how proud she was of the teachers and what a great job they do with the students and how caring they are and interested in helping the students be a success.

He referred to Page 1, Outstanding Net Local Debt, advising we currently have three bonds and pointed out over the 15 years, the sum would be $2,384,079.Page 2, Funds Available, Revenue.  He referred to Column B, Local Nickel, $755,828. per year x 2, Nickel Recall, Column C. Column D, Capital Outlay is the ADA at only 80% x 100, sum of $280,700.  Column E, State Match, $343,155. and Column H, Local Funds $2,478,586., Column J, Local Funds Available, Column J is the SFCC  (Offer of Assistance) of $78,655., Column M, Total Funds over 20 years. Mr. Theinert directed them to Page 3, Column C, bottom line, free cash flow bond capacity of $1,970,000.Page 4, Total Bonding Potential is $1,970,000. That's $835,000. local with $1,135,000. Offer of Assistance, and Outlay Cash of $151,315. for a total of Projected Total Funds Available of $2,121,315. which leaves a bonding capacity, after this project of $105,000.
