8. Request to Address Board Chair - Kevin Cheek, Sherman-Carter-Barnhart Architects  

Discussion: 

Mr. Cheek presented a power point update of Boyd County Middle School construction.  He spoke of the different updates in construction since the last presentation to the board.  He stated they were spreading stone to prepare for the asphalt to be laid tomorrow on the back parking lot, the result of the survey, FMD canopy, wall and curbs done outside, computer lab and trophy case area, security to the vestibule leading to the reception area, nurses window as required by the Kentucky Department of Education, the front entrance, media center, industrial stairs to the roof, cafeteria ceiling grid and advised the gymnasium is currently being used.  He advised the amount of progress is substantial, on time and with the progress, anticipates the move in during Winter break. He did advise there would still be punch list items to be done after school hours. Ridge Bentley, Trace Creek Construction, mentioned November 6th original date and stated it looks to be 3-4 weeks behind.  He explained the issues that have caused the delay but stated all should be on track to give us the building during Winter break. Superintendent Walter asked Ridge if the air conditioning/heating systems will be checked and ready prior to entering and he advised yes, they would start them up in mid-October to check them and make sure all is well. Mr. Cheek presented a few slides of the softball field at the high school.  He stated the straw and seeding would be done shortly.  The in-field mix has been delivered, sprinkler system piping is being installed, the press box/concession building is up, the home dugout and restrooms are up and pointed out the elevated bleachers feature. He concluded by stated construction is progressing well and the field will be ready in a couple of weeks for seeding. 

9. Dialogue  

9.1. Ridge Bentley, Project Manager, Trace Creek Construction, Inc. - Boyd County Middle School Update--Since Mr. Bentley spoke during Kevin Cheek's presentation, nothing further was needed. 

9.2. Brief Overview - Annual Financial Report FY 2017 - Don Fleu   

Discussion: 

Mr. Fleu directed the Board to the handouts, which are preliminary figures as he is still working with the auditors.  He advised the property tax collection rate increased to 92.5% from last year's rate of 91%; local revenue collection in July and August for 2017 collections were larger than in previous years; total revenues from local sources were up 11% above budget projections; and total revenues from federal sources were 62% above budget projections, due to Medicaid reimbursement payments. He explained the General Fund Expenditures for all operating categories, except District Administrative Support, ended the year under budget.  District Administrative Support overspent its budget by 11% due to legal services, KSBA facilities planning update and tax collection fees to the county Sheriff.  Fund transfers from the General Fund to other funds were up $150,000. due to roof replacement at Cannonsburg Elementary.  The budget Contingency of $2,036,541. and ended the year with a fund balance of $3,596,928.  Regarding Capital Outlay and SEEK Building Funds, these funds received $2,545,905. in revenue and transferred all of it, except $10,522. for debt service ad contribution to the high school's Phase III, Athletic Fields construction project.  The district and the School Facilities Construction Commission combined to pay $4,360,473. in bond payments during the year.  He explained the School Food Service began the year with a balance of $569,113. and ended with a balance of $646,884.  He mentioned with the free meal program in place, it appears we are not losing money.  He advised there will be some adjustments to our meal reimbursement rates for the 2018 school year that will decrease our federal revenue in the future. He stated revenues of $42,142,439.75 and expenditures of $37,821.685.28 left an ending balance of $4,320,754.47 across all funds. 

9.3. Brief Overview - Working Budget - Don Fleu  

Discussion: 

Mr. Fleu reviewed the handout of the 2018 Working Budget Highlights.  He stated the property tax collection rate of 91.2%, the budgeted property tax is $207,000. above last year's actual amount, total local revenues are budgeted at $137,000. below last year's actuals, State SEEK Funding is based on KDE's projection and $60,000. more than last year with total general fund revenues budgeted at $373,000. above last year's actual amounts. He explained the General Fund expenditures.  All of the salary schedule and extra increment schedule changes the Board approved have been included in wage and benefit projection amounts.  The transportation budget includes funding for the purchase of one (1) school bus.  The Debt Service amount of $85,115. is for our annual KISTA bus purchase payment.  The Fund Transfers amount of $75,000. is for our KETS technology matching funds.  The budgeted Contingency is $2,712,287. which is about 8.5%.The Capital Outlay and SEEK Building Funds are expected to take in $2,433,106.  All but $21,350. of this is expected to be transferred to Deb Service Fund for principal and interest payments on our outstanding bond debt.  He advised the school district and the SFCC are projected to pay $4,510,482. in bond principal and interest payments this year.  He stated the final payment on the 2008 bond series that refinanced our debt for Summit Elementary has been sent to the bonding-paying agent.  Our payments on the 2014 bond series for debt on our high school will increase to absorb the $500,000. annual principal payments on the 2008 bonds.  However, there will be a shift in timing of the payment from October to February that will help our cash flow tremendously. The Food Service fund begins the year with a cash balance of $646,884.  Due to an adjusted Federal Meal Reimbursement amount this year, we are budgeting $120,000. less than we actually received last year. Mr. Fleu concluded with Future Concerns.  The state budget and state pension systems continue to be a great concern.  We are still waiting to learn what impact the Governor's call for a $69 million reduction in the Department of Education's budget will have on our district.  Anticipated reductions in KERA, Professional Development, ESS, Instructional resources, Safe Schools, and Preschool, as well as Kentucky Educational Cooperative for State Agency Children (KECSAC) and high school career and technical education funding since SEEK is to be held harmless. One other is the County Employees Retirement System (CERS) announcement of a potential 50+-percentage increase in the employer contribu7tion rate for the 2018-2019 school year.  He stated if this is enacted, this would increase the district's cost by over $500,000. next school year. 

9.4. School Calendar Committee- Creation of Mandatory Calendar Committee, per KRS 158.070, School Board Policy 08.3 - Superintendent Walter/Marci Prater  

Discussion: 

Mrs. Marci Prater advised the Board the Calendar Committee met yesterday, September 25th.  She directed them to the calendar samples hard copies.  She explained Sample A calendar is the same as our current school calendar with the exception of giving a full week for Thanksgiving Break. The Committee recommended taking February 14th and 15th to be PL and PD days rather than March 1st (PL) and January 18th (PD) as in the current calendar.  Sample B reflects this change.  This calendar is the same 173 Instructional Days with a shortened Fall Break in October to be only two days for a long weekend.  This calendar depicts starting one week later, beginning the second full week of August. Mrs. Prater advised the Board the Committee will meet again and will present their recommendation for adoption at the October board meeting. Board member Stapleton asked if teachers had looked at these calendars and Mrs. Prater replied, Yes, there are two teachers on the committee.
